
 

 

 

History of the Southwestern Regional Philo Affiliates  
of Sigma G amma Rho Sorority, Inc. 

The Philo Affiliates, friends of Sigma Gamma Rho Sorority, Incorporated, have a long and 
illustrious history. In 1943, the Galveston-Houston area of Philos began as the Galveston 
Comrades. The group was organized under the leadership of Mary Scales-Greenwood, 
Southwestern Regional Syntaktes, and Basileus Minerva Jones. 

The Sigma Comrades of Gamma Sigma Chapter, Houston, were organized June 10, 1949, under 
the leadership of several officers in the chapter: Lorene Lancelin, Southwestern Regional Syntaktes, 
Merle K. Davis, Basileus, Maudest Steward, Parliamentarian, and Ernestine P. Smith. 

Over 100 letters to some special women in the Houston area were mailed inviting them to take 
part in a meeting. The purpose was to organize an auxiliary to work with the chapter in 
promoting the objectives and principles of Gamma Sigma Chapter. 

In 1951, under the auspices of Ms. Maudest Steward, Basileus of Gamma Sigma Chapter, the name 
of the affiliate group was changed to Sigma Philos, creating Galveston's Alpha Theta Sigma 
Philos and Houston's Gamma Sigma Philos. 

From 1952 to 1971, several Philo chapters were formed. In 1976, the Sigma Gamma Rho Sorority, 
Incorporated Grand Body approved the creation and naming of Philos as a National Affiliate.  On 
June 9, 1972, in Galveston, Texas, under the leadership of Soror Virgie Reynolds, Southwestern 
Regional Syntaktes, and Ms. Vida Taylor, Regional Advisor, six Philo affiliates were united regionally. 

 

In 1977, the Southwestern Regional Philo Handbook for the Southwest Region’s Philos was 
compiled by Mrs. Ida S. Gardner, Philo Coordinator, and was adopted by the Philos in Baton 
Rouge, Louisiana. The following were written and adopted by Sorors and Philos during the early 
inception of the Philo Group: 

1. Philo Pledge 
Written by several Sorors in Gamma Sigma Chapter, Houston, Texas. 

2. Philo Song 
Written by Philo Otis Evelyn Madison, Gamma Sigma Chapter, Houston, Texas. 

3. Memorial Service 
Written by Ms. Lorene Lancelin, Gamma Sigma Chapter, Houston, Texas. Revised by Philo 
Julia Ghee, Zeta Sigma Philo, St. Louis, Missouri in 1986. Revised again August 1990. 



4. Induction Ceremony 
 Written by Ms. Lorene Lancelin, Gamma Sigma Chapter, Houston, Texas. 

5. First Regional Handbook 
 Mrs. Ida S. Gardner, Mu Sigma Chapter, Baton Rouge, Louisiana. 

6. First Lady Pageant 
Organized by Philo Geneva Young in 1976, this event was originally named, the Hostess-With-
The-Mostest, by Gamma Sigma Philos. This event, adopted as the Region’s funding raising 
project, gave birth to the Philo First Lady Pageant, and the name was changed to reflect the 
same in 1977.  The first pageant was presented in Beaumont, Texas, at the Red-Carpet Inn by 
Philo Young. The pageant raised $2,000. The purpose of the project was to raise funds for 
scholarships to be awarded to undergraduates of the Southwest Region. The scholarship fund 
was named after Hazel B. Webster. The Southwest Region Philos were proud to be the first to 
award a $500 scholarship annually to a Southwest Region undergraduate.

June 10, 1949, The Gamma Sigma Philo Affiliate was chartered to be an affiliate of Sigma Gamma 
Rho Sorority, Inc. 
 
Sigma Gamma Rho Sorority, Inc. recognized the importance of the prestige, good will, and the 
cooperation of women who for various reasons were not members of any Greek letter 
organization. In 1943 the first Comrades group was organized in Galveston, Texas. 
 
Gamma Sigma Chapter sent throughout the Houston Community, one hundred letters, inviting 
women with creative abilities, high ideal, and the time to give to their community, to take part in 
an organized committee to work with the Chapter for the purpose of helping to promote their 
objectives and principles. Seven women responded and thus, June 10, 1949, the first chapter 
meeting was called in the home of Soror Ernestine P. Smith, the Charter of officers of Sigma 
Comrade, of Houston, Texas are: President, Anna Dupree; Vice-President, Sonora Green; 
Recording Secretary, Otis Evelyn Madison; Assistant Recording Secretary, Frances Jones; 
Treasurer, Juanita Johnson; Chaplain, Juanita Wilson; and Reporter, Ruby Saures. Soror Lorene 
Lancelin, Syntaktes of the Southwest Region, installed the officers. Soror Ernestine P. Smith and 
Soror Josie Taylor served as the first Advisors to the Comrades.  
 
The Comrade’s color is Navy, and the flower is a Yellow Tea Rose. In 1973 our colors were royal 
Blue and Gold and the flower a White Carnation then in 1978 both the color and the flower were 
changed to Gold and White and the Yellow Carnation. The Motto “Others” and the song 
“Others” were written by Otis E. Madison. The Philos have 
rendered and continue to render valuable service to the sorority and to the community. 
 
The name selected for the newly affiliated group was Sigma Comrade of Gamma Sigma Chapter. 
The local alumnae chapter of the sorority organized these women into auxiliaries with various 
names, it was in 1953, Soror Maudest Walls Steward was instrumental in the name change from 
Comrade to Philo. She learned that the Greek term Philo meant “Friend”. Thus in 1954 Sigma 
Gamma Rho Sorority, Inc. officially approved the name change of these organized groups and 
accepted “Philo” as the official name for the affiliated group. 
  
The Gamma Sigma Philo Affiliate is continuing to grow, serve and support the community in 
every way possible. Philos are always remembering our past with a vision toward the future.
